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Good Faith Estimate Notice

Your Right to Receive a Good Faith Estimate
Under the No Surprises Act, health care providers are required to provide patients who do not have insurance or who choose not to use their insurance with an estimate of expected charges for medical and mental health services.
You have the right to receive a Good Faith Estimate explaining the anticipated cost of your care before you receive services.

What is a Good Faith Estimate?
A Good Faith Estimate shows the expected costs of items and services that are reasonably anticipated as part of your mental health treatment. The estimate is based on information known at the time it is prepared and may include:
· Initial psychiatric evaluations
· Diagnostic assessments
· Individual therapy sessions
· Family therapy sessions
· Medication management appointments
· Other scheduled behavioral health services

The estimate does not include unknown or unexpected costs that may arise during treatment. Additional services may be recommended based on your clinical needs, which could affect the total cost of care.

Who Can Receive a Good Faith Estimate?
You are entitled to receive a Good Faith Estimate if you:
· Do not have health insurance, or
· Choose not to use your health insurance benefits for services provided by our practice.

Requesting a Good Faith Estimate
You may request a Good Faith Estimate before scheduling a service or at any time prior to receiving care.
